Concrete to replace grass

The college plans to cover
all areas of its campus, that
are showing soil instead of
grass, with concrete, said Re-
ichstag Hindenburg, director of
College Misinformation. The
cost of the project will be an
estimated $700,000, which will
come from the tickets given to
law-breaking citizens of the
campus.

A new solution to the con-
tinuing saga of campus parking
problems has been found, said
Minister of College Misinfor-
mation Reichstag Hindenburg.

Study says beeper wearers
insecure about sexual ability

The WPC Department of
Phallic Studies has recently re-
leased a study which links men
who carry beepers and men
who are insecure about their
sexual organs' size and/or apti-
tude.
