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Search for new faculty continues Kuveke replaces
Megna as interim
dean of education

According to Robert Seal, exec-
utive assistant to the pravost, the
positions of dean of student devel-
opment and director of student

activities are still empty, and indi- .

viduals are in the final process of

interviewing for those positions.

The search began during the fall
1997 semester, and each candidate
was invited to the university fora
day-long interview with adminis-
tration and students. They also
toured the campus, and met with
individuals they would be working
with if they were chosen.

Student Government

‘Asseciation (SGA) representatives

were invited to meet with the can-
didates, seeing that they would be

working hand-in-hand for the ben-
efit of the students.

The interviewing process ended
before the winter break, and the
search committees for both posi-
tions were then required to submit
their recommendations for five
candidates per position.

The process which the adminis-
tration has been working on since
that time is gathering references.
In-order to be considered for either
the dean of student development
or director of student activities
interviews, each candidate was
required to submit three letters of
recommendation,

The administration is now call-
ing upon those who recommended
those caudidates, in order to check’
their credibility.

By the last week of January into

the beginning of February, the
administration hopes to bring three
final candidates for each position
in to meet with Provost Chernoh
Sesay and President Arnold Speert
for second interviews,

Seal noted that although the

process is long and requires a Jot
of time and effort, it is necessary
due to the importance of the posi-
tions they have to fill.
“These are such eritical positions,”
said Seal, “that’s we’re trying to
cover all grounds of the SGA and
staff.”

He added that they need to find
as much information as they can

- about these individuals so they can

make “the right choice.”
“We’re anxious to get people
chosen,” said Seal.
