These problems with foreign pol-
icy are nothing new, according to
Kirkpairick, who gaid even back in
the 18th century, we were trying to
solve the problems of the world
instead of ]uokmg out for our own
interests.

Kirkpatrick was criginal y sup-
posed to hegin this year’s Listing-
wshed Lecturer Series back n Sep-
tember, bhut it was postponed be-
cause of Hurrieans Gloria. The
Student Mobilization Committes
held their protests ag scheduled in
the Student Center and then out-
side Shea Auditorium.

Woodrow Wilson, Kirkpatrick
said, wanted “to make the world
safe for democracy and that was
the intention of the League of
Nations.” But Hitler initiated more
viclence than the world hed known
in quite some time. Jews weren't
the only vietims of Hitler, she said.
Catholics, Protestants, Gypsies and
anyone else who didn't fit'into
Hitler'sideals were alseincludedin
the Violence,,

A desireto protect the world from
such atrocities brought about the
creation of the U.N. It's ironic, she
said, that the UN,, an institution
designed to eliminate world power,
hes become & grest power itself.

One thing Kirkpatrick learned in
the U.N, was that, “nations have
different views of how long peace
should be.”

Kirkpatrick said there has been
“no clear effort to make American
policy protect American interest”
The U.S, has to stop looking after
the world and start locking after its
own interest she continued. She
| pointed out that Great Britain looks

after Great Britain and France.
locks after France, etc. There are
many different couniries that are
good friends with the U.S, but
dep:nding on their own interests,
they may stand with ug or against
us, Kirkpatrick suggested that may-
be there should be allied solidarity.

The U .S. was strongerthan every-
body, but became careless about its
strength and in so doing lost mil.
itary superiority. The theory was,
w: conid afford tolet Ruasia catch
up and then maybe they'd be less
scared and less expansionistic; it
didn’t work.

The U.S. offered to get together
with our allies and do something
aboat rism, but our allies re-
plied, “you deal with your problems
and we'B deal with oyzrs.”" She sdid,
onee pgdin we learned the hard
way thet nations look out for them-
selves and no one else.

She quoted Khadafy as saying,

“no bnrders are acceptable for
israel.” She said Libya's friends
are Iran and 8yria, the “theunholy |
trinity.” Khadafy advocages an
Areb nation from the Atlantic to
the Guolf and other Arab nations-
don't kike it.

A coldssal success” is how Kirk-

" AtlanticTreaty Organization). Form-

ed in 1947, NATO is made up of
Western European nations and the
U.S. Ita primary purpose is o
protect sgainst Russian expansion.
Kirkpatrick also noted thai our
alliances with Australia and New
Zealand have been very successful.

how genes evolyed,” said David
Weisbrot, the WPC professor who

Ayaia suggested that early genes
were very small units that dup-
licated injo larger units and then
combined with other larger units to
form genes as weknow them today,
Waishrot said. ‘No cne has ever
tried to deal with that before,” he
added.

Dobzhansky, who came to the

«United States from Ruasia at age
