The Sexual Health Clinic
at WPC will not reopen until
more space can be added to
accommodate the clinie, said
Michelle Collins program co-
ordinator of Student Develop-
ment.

The Campus Police depart-
ment has issued 4,312 tickets
during the first two months of
the semester, compared with
3,767 issued during the same
period in 1988, said Police
Chief Peter Ryerson. Munici-
pal tickets issued by the
Wayne, Haledon and North
Haledon police departments
on campus number 567 thus

far this year, compared with
432 last year.

Ryerson said that $2.872
had been collected in ticket
fines as of Oct. 27, compared
with $4,681 for the months of
September and October of

1988.

A spokesman for the Envi-
ronmental Protection Agency
said there should be some sort
of secondary containment for
all hazardous materials, in-

Curriculum revisions advised

Survey shows college seniors deficient
in knowledge of history, literature

A recently conducted sur-
vey of 696 college seniors re-
vealed “significant gaps”® in
their knowledge of history and
literature, according to 50
Hours, a report by Lynne V.
Cheney, chairperson of the
National Endowment for the
Humanities (NEH). Based on
these findings, 50 Hours

.urges revisions in the curricu-

la of colleges and universities.

“The survey was designed
to obtain accurate and timely
information about senior un-
dergraduates’ knowledge of
significant events, dates and
historical figtires in the histo-
ry of American and Western

.civilization, and their knowl-

edge of major authors and
works in Western and Ameri-
can literature,” Cheney wrote.

The NEH commissioned
the Gallup Organization to
conduet the 87-question sur-

vey in April, 1989. According

to Gallup, if the surveys were
graded, more than half the re-
spondents would have failed.
Only two percent would have
received an *A” (90-100 per-
cent correct); nine percent

would have received a “B” (80-
89 percent correct); 14 percent
would have Feceived a “C” (70-
79 percent correct); 20 percent
a “D” (60-69 percent correct).
Fifty-five percent of the re-
spondents would have re-
ceived an “F” (less than 60
percent correct) if the tests
had been graded, ‘

Respondents were random-
ly culled from 67 four-year
American colleges and univer-
sities, both public and private.
On the average, men scored
four percent higher than wom-
en. Beniors attending private
colleges scored six percent
higher than seniors in public
colleges and universities.

The 50 Hours report sug-
gests five basic study areas in
which students can achieve a
common core of knowledge:
cultures and civilization, for-
eign language, mathematics,
natural sciences and social
sciences/the modern world.
WPC requires all majors to
take general education cours-
e8 in each of these aress.

Forty-two percent of the re-
spondents could not place the
Civil War in the correct half-
century. Fifty-five percent
could not identify the Magna

Carta; 24 percent did not
know Franklin Delane Roo-
sevelt was president during
the Depression. College se-
niors also fared poorly on
world history and culture
questions. Fifty-eight percent
knew the Koran was the za-
cred text of Islam; 64 percent
knew Mao Tgse Tung was
founder of the People’s Repub-
lic of China.

the test, 62 percent knew

Chaucer wrote The Canter- |

bury Tales; 34 percent iden-
tified Dante as the author of

Divine Comedy; 38 percent |

knew Milton wrote Paradise
Lost. Ninety-five percent of
the respondents were able to
identify Mark Twain as the
author of The Adventures of
Huckleberry Finn.

“The remainder of the
wiring that has to be complet-
ed is only a minor job that the
technicians and student assis-
tants are continuing,” Kiernan
said.

The proposal to install the
two systems on the same pole
will be brought to the Board of
Trustees for approval next
month, Kiernan said. The TV
Department has the amplifier
and all the equipment needed
for the hookup.

If the Board approves the
proposal, bids from private
contractors will be reviewed
and a company will then be
hired to install the lines, Kier-
nan said. The cable system
should be ready to be turned
on two weeks after the con-
tractor begins hanging the
two systems on the pole, he
added.

“Once everything is ap-
proved and turned on, the
campus will receive 38 chan-
nels plus new services that we
hope to offer in January,”
Kiernan said. “If the students
express enough interest to
Residence Life, there is a
possibility that we may even
be able to receive Showtime.”

“There is & much more con-
scientious group of students
living in the apartments,” said
Roland Watts, director of Res-
idence Life.

*Vandalism incidents in
general are down and judicial
numbers and cases are down,”
Watte said. “It has been a
smoother first six weeks of the
semester in terms of student
behavior.”

“The biggest problem right
now is garbage,” he said, “and
loitering has increased ”

*As the semester has been
moving, more incidents have
occurred, but it’s still not out
of hand,” Farber added,

“It's premature to say that
all problems are behind us,”
Watte said, *but it is a notice-
ably better beginning of the
year. The traditional Home-
coming was a display of re-
sponsible behavior,” he added.

"It's premaiure to say that
all problems are behind us."

There have been two inci-
dents this semester that have
resulted in eviction, compared
with five or six evictions this
time last year, Watte said.

“There is a great apprecia-
tion in part of the students for
the turn-around in their be-
havior,” he said.

“There have been between
10 and 15 alcohol-related inci-
dents this semester so far,”
said Len Farber, area director
for the apartments, One or
two of these incidents con-
cerned damage, but vandal-

ism hasn’t been a problem,
Farber sa1d

Watts further stated that
there are fewer students and
Towers residents going up to
the apartments.

“We have not really had in-
cidents of freshmen and

sophomores going up there
and getting drunk,” he added.

The majority of residents
are 21 and over, but there has
been an increase of students
under 21 living in the apart-
ments this year, Watts said.

“There has not been a ma-.
jor problem that the popula-
tion of students under 21 has

grown ” he said.

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Project to reform curriculum
Race, gender, ethnicity to be integrated

Formerly based at The In-
stitute for Research on Wom-
en at Douglass College, The
New Jersey Project: Integrat-
ing the Scholarship on Gen-
der, iz currently based at
WPC under the direction of
Paula Rothenberg, WPC pro-
fessor.

The Project is a curriculum
transformation task designed
to integrate iesues of race,
class, gender, ethnicity, homo-
phebia and heterosexism into
the college curriculum,
Rothenberyg said.

“It'r a wonderful opportu-
nity for us and it’s a wonder-
ful recognition of the pioneer-
ing work that this college has
done in race and gender stud-
jes, by having ‘Racism and
Sexism in the United States’ a
required course,” Rothenberg
gaid.

The Project is concerned
with carrecting the omissions
and distortions of the tradi-
tional curriculum to make it
more inclusive, she said.

“The idea of this project is
to create opportunities for fac-
ulty at institutions to rethink
the curriculum,” Rothenberg

said. The project is part of the
transformation of what is be-
ing taught in classrooms na-
tionwide, but New Jersey’s is
the only state-wide project in
the country, she added.

Rothenberg was selected to
direct The New Jersey Project
based on her two publications
Feminist Frameworks and
Racism and Sexism, and her
reputation of involvement in
the academic affairs of New
Jersey, she said. Both publica-
tions are widely used at inati-
tutions throughout the nation,
she added.

The New Jersey Project
will award students through-
out the state who integrate
ferninist content and perspec-
tive into their course work,
Rothenberg said. Faculty may
nominate the work of students
at any two or four-year public
or private college/university in
New Jersey, she said. Stu-
dents may submit research
papers, essays and other writ-
ten work from all courses at
all levels, she added.

“We want to use the stu-
dent achievement awards to
support the work students are
doing integrating the acholar~

ship and encourage faculty all
over the state to bocome part
of the new content and peda-
gogy,” Rothenberg said.

Student achievement
awards will be presented at a
dinner in the Great Hall of
Drew University on May 1. *I
really hope WPC wili be rep-
resented,” Rothenberg said.

One goal Rothenberg
would like to achieve during
the three-year period while
the Project is at WPC is to
work with community coileges
in the state which haven't had
much of an opportunity to do
curriculum work, she aaid.
The Project will aleo conduct
statewide workshops next
spring that will ask people to
leck at the way in which ho-
mophobia connects with
raciem, sexism, class oppres-
sion, and the way in which ho-
mophobia harms everyone,
Rothenberg said.

The New Jersey Project
hopes to uncover gender and
racism in the studies of math
and science in the future, she
said.

The Project originated in
1986 and is funded by the De-
partment of Higher Educa-
tion.

SGA plans protest

Editor, The Beacon:

A demonstration is being
organized by the SGA to
protest the administration's
lack of responsiveness to stu-
dent concerns regarding indi-
vidual welfare.

A parking policy had been
implemented at the beginning
of this semester which man-
dated Towers occupants to
park in Lot Six. Although the
originel intention of this poli-
¢y was to allow our commuter
population better accessibility
to the main buildings on cam-
pus, what it did not take into
consideration was the safety
aspect of thia poliey. Towers
regidents are now putin a situ-
ation where their welfare is
jeopardized when walking to
and from Lot Six to the Tow-
erg. The path between these
locations is a densely wooded
and inadequately lit area

which increases the likelihood

of & potential crime committed
against an innocent victim.

Therefore, the SGA feels it
ig our responsibility to make
the administration aware that
this is a concern which should
be addressed. Although the
SGA sympathizes with our
commuter population, we feel
safety should be the number
one priority in determining
campus policy!

The administrative point
of view is that Towers resi-
dente’ anxieties are “psycho-
logical.” Psychological anxi-
eties are REAL concerns! Per-
sonally, I do not see walking
through an inadequately lit
AND wocded area as some-
thing to be labeled psychologi-
cal. I beleve this is a blatant
display of the inability of our
top administrators fo look
upon our campus realistically
and see that crims is and can
be real!

To quote a brochure dis-

tributed by WPC Safety ang
Security Dept, “...Crime is g
real danger on ecampus ang
everywhere; Walk on well-lit
paths. Avoid short-cuts ang
dark or isolated spots...” As
taken from the Department of
Higher Educations brochure
on Personal Safety and Secy-
rity, “...Avoid parking any.
where you feel unsafe; walk
away from alleys, entryways
and bushes—anywhere some-
one could be hiding...” If we
could only practice what we
preach.

Courter expresses homophobic views

Faculty addresses candidate's inaccurate statements

bring out the best in candi-
dates, but some recent re-
marks by Republican guber-
natorial candidate Jim
Courter are especially offen-
sive gnd call for an expression
of outrage by all people con-
cerned about human rights.
On Aug. 24, The Record
printed statements made by
Courter during an interview
with a reporter. “If someone is
homosexual, the state has an
interest in meking sure their
contact with impressionable
children is discouraged,” said
Courter. He went on to say
that if elected governor, he
would urge legislation “to pro-
tect children” by prohibiting
leshian women and gay men
from becoming foster parents
or counselors at summer
camps supported by state tax
money. Later, he denied say-
ing that he supported legisla-
tion to limit employment,
even though his comments
have been preserved on tape.
Reviging his initial state-
ments, Courter said that
school systems should be re-
quired to inform parents
whether their child was being
taught by a lesbian or gay
teacher and that he would al-
low school boards to refuse to
hire lesbian and gay teachers.
