The Ol Man and the Sea. by Er-
nest Heminpway, the latest of his
novels which include “For Whoem
the Belt Tolls," “A Farewell To
Arms” and “To Have and Have
Not.”"

This iz a story of an old fisher-
man of the Gulf Stream, his pame
is Santizga. He was called “Salao,”
the worst of the unlucky, for he
had not caught a fish for forty
days. He sets out on the morning
of the forty-first day and he final-
ly hooked a Ash, a gigantic fish
that pulled him for three days.

This book is the story of a man

and his battle against the fish, and
the love and respect he has for
the sea. He refers to the sea as
*Ja Mar” which is what people
(cali her in Spanish when they love
her. It is a bhook of tragedy and
beauty. You live the endless hours
with him; it 15 so enormously
simple and magnificent, that it i
truly a work of artistic gquality
'enly capable of Hemingway, The
novel is very short and the inter-
,est so keen and intense that you
Just can't resist finishing it in one
sitting.
‘ Never before have 1 experi-
enced such a deep insight in a
piece of work with the exception,
perhaps, of John Steinbeck's short
story, “Flight.”

‘This is perhaps one of the fGnest
pieces of Lierature wriiten by an
American authar, You feel with
Santiago and sufifer with him; you
rejoice and thén empty your heart
to him.

If you have not read “The Old
Man of the Sea,” I advise you not
ta hesitate but to place your name
on the request lists at the library.
