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Editorial

It seems to me that a certain amount of responsibility
falls on everyone's shoulders at one time or ancther. The
amount and importance of this respensibility varies with the
relationship between the person and the body to which they
are responsible.

Tt seems to me that every students on this campus has
incurred a degree of responsibility by virtue of their being
a student. They have obligations not only te each other, but
also to the school and the school’s administration. But this
ig not one-sided, for the school and its administration must
shoulder certain responsibilities which every student ex-
pects and deserves. I think, for the most part, that the ad-
ministrative obligations have been bandled extramely well

It seems to me, howsver, that an wirealistic view has
been taken by our administration eoncerning the parking
problern. Since Paterson State Is undeniably a comrmiser
college, every directive issued concerning automobiles is of
vital imporiance to all stufient persormel. Being aware of
this fact, the administration, or the committee In charge of
parking, shouid take positive steps to see that every stu-
dent is suppHed with informstion pertinent to the parking
situation.

Tt seems to me that these positive steps have not been
taken in Tegards to the parking regulations which were pub-
lished just a short time ago in the “State Beacon”. The regu-
lations were, in fact, being enforced about one month pricr to
the February publication of the student newspzper. Was
this proper ppublicity for a new directive so vital to every
student?

It seems to me, that even in view of the stident ahuses
in the parking lots, foresight wes lacking in the drafting
of the vegulation, and then in the publicity given it, for
there are certain times, however few, when both parking lois
are compietely full. But let us all remember one thing, the
essence of the new law is not being muestinned nar e ifs
validity being challenged.

Tt seems to me that the problem at issue poses the ques-

lation, and then, were the proper steps iaken {o nsure
against the possibility of a car owner being In ignorance of
this directive?
