resolution. Beacon readers kno or--wliich issue we speak -
- recognition of social, political, and religious groups on
campus. Review of the problem is not needed in this editorial.
However, review of the week's happenings is necessary be-
fore we look to what may happen within the immediate
future.

Of the 2,172 future teacher-citizens, 1,135 exercised
their right to vote (52%). Less than one-half of the student
body abstained from voting either for or against recognition
of the groups considered.

What has been proven? First of all, the college should
be proud of the democratic processes which have taken place.
Students didn't demonstrate; the administration didn't squelch
attempts to hold the opinion poll - but the entire plea has
been brought to fore through the Student Government As-
sociation.

Now we know the opinion of the students who care.
The students who cared enough to vote in last Tuesday's
opinion poll. Although the ultimate decision does not lie with
the student body, the Student Opinion Poll has served a pur-
pose.

Now the Student Government Association Committee
for the Investigation of the Sorority and Fraternity Question
is preparing to' take their part in the "campus cold war" prob-
lem to the Student Faculty Relations Committee. The Student
Faculty Relations Committee is the intermediary which may
bridge the gulf .and bring about understanding of the recogni-
tion issue.

The Beacon strongly suggests that the Faculty of Pat-
erson State be polled in the same manner that last Tues-
day's poll was held. The next step, whatever it may be, should
be channeled by the student body through the SGA. The
Beacon commends the SGA for accomplishing more in four-
teen class days than has been accomplished since the official
policy of the college was stated in 1954. I

College' Facilities

Sorry, no room! Unless they are
expanded at once, New Jersey's
public colleges will be sending
many more notices like this to
qualified high school graduates,
warns the New Jersey Education
Association. The $750 million state
bond issue, which is the only cur-
J1'ent proposal to finance college
expansion, will provide an addi-
tional $135 million.

An alarming increase in the
number of high school grads is
expected by NJEA. In New Jersey
alone the classes of 1964 will be
graduating 13,000 more students
than in 1963. This increase is ex-
pected to continue in the follow-
ing years. Many of these graduates
hope to attend public colleges.

The NJEA Review has noted
that although the $60 million bond
issue has enabled the state to ln-
crease its college facilities, this
measure has not been a;dequate.

One state college last spring had
3,200 applicants for 712 places.
-t{utgers tJniversity was only able
to place 3,300 high school gradu-
ates, although 11,500 qualified.

NJEA further states: "li New
Jersey's public colleges are to ad-
mit their share of the larger fresh-
man class that will pour out of
the classes of '64-65 they must
know now that buildings are com-
ing to house them."
