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Historian Will Visit
College Te Lecture

On Tuesday, April 18, at 3:30 p.m., Paterson State College
will have the unusual oppertunity of hearing the distin-
guished Arthur Schlesinger, Jr., the author of the best
selier book on the presidency of John F. Kennedy A Thou-
gand Days as well as of the great Pulitzer Prize winning
Age of Jackson. Mr. Schlesinger will speak on the subject:
“Fhe World we Want and How to Get It”.

Arthur Schlesinger, Jr., is considered to he one of the
foremost social thinkers of the generation. In 1946 he be-
came, at twenty years old, the youngest historian to even
win the coveted Iulitzer Prize for The Age of Jackson. He
is established as one of America’s leading historians and
from the beginning of his career he has been active in
public affairs. He eclimaxed his career when he served in
the White House from 1961 te 1964 as epecisl assistant to
President Kennedy snd later to President Johmsen.

A graduate swmma cum laude from Harvard in 1938, his
honors essay was published under the title of Orestes A.
Brownson: A, Pligrim’s Pregress. It proved to be only one in
a list of popular books read by many Americans. In addi-
lion to those mentioned, a third novel, The Vital Center,
a brilliant discussion of contemporary, political and social
propiens came out in 1949, It joined The General and the
President, which is a brilliant analysis of American foreign
palicy in terms of the issues raised by President Truman’s
dismissal of General Mac Arthur. It was written in collabora’
tion with Richard Rovere and came out in 1951

Students are fortunate to be given an opportunity to hear
this outstanding historian during the school day. The lec-
lre will be given in the college auditorium. All interested
