Besides needing males for the
loarn there is also a need for
coaches. These coaches muni be
paid and will probably be required
to teach, but according to the
Physical Education Department
there ii; no room for additional
professors. Yet isn't it possible to
choose coaches who teach outside
this closed department. When
talking to Dr. Waterman he stated
that for every 36 players the team
would need at least two coaches.

The bigge-Bt drawback as far as
most people are concerned is
financial.

This complaint is valid but it
can be changed. Newark State
SGA gave 520,000 to start
football. Where did they get this
money? The students pushed for
football and voted to raise their
own student activity fee to meet
the financial needs caused by
operating a football team. Of
course the college could also ask
the state for money. And the
State could raise our tuition, but
are Seniors willing to pay for a
sport that they will possibly never
see while attending PSC. This still
doesn't guarantee Paterson will
get the money. So no matter how
one looks at it, to financial
support football the Peterson
State students will have to pay
out money.

To bring football to the
Rterson State campus student
support Is needed. This does not
mean support through talking but
support through acting. The
decision to have football at PSC
rides almost 75% on the shoulders
of (he students.
