The Beatles” first film, “A
Hard Day’s Night”, offered a
glimpse at {he ideal life of the
popsiar: fame, fortune, gold
records, and women —= tiot
necessarily ‘listed in order of
imporf{ance. Idealism,
however, soon gave way to
cynicism - about the rnusic
business, - with The Byrds
(“So You Want to he'a Rock
& Roll Star?’’), The Kinks
‘(Lola vs. Powerman... },
‘'and Neil Young {(“Don’t Be
Denied") producing the miost
noteworthy examples. All of
them cited, directly or
indirectly, the coldness of the
machine-like mausic industry
and its indifference to the
artist. -

On Mott the Hoople’s sixth
album, simply titled Motit
(Columbia KC 32425), the
theme of disillusion' about
roek &, roll stardom is
reiterated,  but unlike the
aofrementioned examples,
Mokt comes to terms with the
problem more honestly. The
end resolution is no resolution
at all, only resignation to the
paradoxical life of stardem,

with its simultaneous feelings
of repulsion and fascination.
Al but one of Moti's nine
songs were 'writien by Ian
Hunter, the Medusa-haired
lead voealist. Hunter, whose

first book, Diary of a Rock .

Star, will be published later
this year, is a pereeptive
lyrieisi, comparable to Ray
Davies of The Kinks. On the
four songs dealing with the
plight of the rocker, Hunter’s
lyrics convey sensitivity,
compassion, and
comprehension of his subject.

The hest example is
“Hymin for the Dudes™, the
capsulized ecareer of a
superstar, whose ups and
downs are reinforced by the
mampulation of the song's
pacing. Confident at the
ouiset, the idol, at the height
of his fame, is depicted as
almost god-like in stature. As
his popularity wanes and the
erowds grow thin, the music
and vocals are reduced to a
whisper, echoing the
supersiar’s self-doubt and
apparent defeat. Suddenly, a
comeback, and the song snaps
baek to life, its volume and

welcome an accomplished
recording artist: Linda
Ronstadt.” The singer who
sang lead with a group called
The Stone Ponreys, who hit the
record charts with a single,
‘‘Different Drum,” entered
from stage left.

She
commented, *‘Did you ever do,
something and feel that, that
wasn't the way you wanted it
to go down in histery? And.
this is the way I feel about
this song, so I recorded it
again.” Linda Ronstadt will
undoubtedly go down in the
wusic worlds history books as;
an exeeptmna] talent wha
generates warmth through
her pérformance, -

The lights we:i! on and the

rearranging to prepare for
Jackson Brewne. The lights

did. He stopped to talk during
a few mumbers and siarted
talking about a space mobile
that could ride up coconut
trees. Someone from the
audience yelled out, ‘““Are you
high?*’ Jackson  replied,
“‘Let's just say I'm not feeling
any pain.”

He left the stage ana the
matches went up and the
audience clapped and
clapped. Until Jackson.
refurnea to do, '‘Sweet Little
Sixteen”” and the crowd was
rocking. Then Linda returned
and they did a number
together that ‘sounded damm

good. I was glad I kept my

eyes open for Jackson Browne
and’ Linda Ronstadt for 1

. well,

misged 5o much. .

shouted vocals reflecting a
relieved, almost arrogant
renewal of confidence by the
musician, who again receives
the kingly attention he
commanded at the start.
While “Hymm™~ deals in
generalities, ‘Ballad of Mott
the Hoople (March 26,
1972-Zurich)™ offers  Mott’s
pwn erratic career as

evidence of the musician’s -

difficulties. Dated (as is “All
the Way from Memphis™) as
an ecntry from his diary,
‘Hunter's tale centers on the
night in Zurich two years ago

when lhe group, at the nadir .. ¢

of their career, disbanded.
(They were subsequently
“rescued” by David Bowie,
who wrote them a hit single,
“All the Young Dudes”, and
produced their album of the
same name.) Hunter is
seemingly incapable of
decefving anyone, including
himself, where his true
sentiments lie: ““Rock & roll’s

a loser’s game/It
mesmerizes, I can’'t
explain/The reasons for the
sights and for the sounds/The
greasepaint still sticks to my
face/so what the hell, T cant,
erase/The rock & roll feeling
from my mind... "itis, at
the same time, a rejection of
and a commitment to a life of
rock & rofl.

‘The opeping track, *‘All the
Way from Memphis™,
illustrates the brief life-span
of the rock 1idol; whose

meteoric rise from obscurity -

to fame is even faster on the.
return trip. Success is never
enjoyed, only struggled for to
sustain -it, rendering the
musician a virtual prisoner of
fame: “And ycu look like a-
star, but you’'re really out on
parole... " And in “Whizz
Kid”, the narrator. considers
swapping his dreams of

stardom for companionship; -

then realizes the prospeci of
security is even more
unnerving than the
uncertainty of his career,
admitting: “I'm too scared to
stick...” .

‘The songs eof a more
general nature fare egually as
“Violence” (with its
music/word pun of an ““insane
violin” sounding each time
the word ‘‘violence” is sung),
‘*Drivin’ Sister’’, and
